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RESUMEN

Objetivo: Determinar el nivel de conocimiento sobre la automedicacion de
antibioticos para el tratamiento COVID-19 en los principales mercados de Ica,
2021. Material y métodos: Es una investigacion de tipo observacional,
descriptivo y prospectivo de corte transversal. Aplicando un cuestionario de 12
items a 325 comerciantes de los principales mercados de Ica, que esta
compuesto por 5 partes relacionadas a determinar las actitudes frente al COVID-
19, el nivel de conocimiento sobre la infeccion del COVID-19, la automedicacion
con antibidticos y sobre la resistencia antimicrobiana. La base de datos se
trasladé a SPSS Statistics v22 y Microsoft Office Excel 2010. Resultados: Se
obtuvo que 211 son del sexo femenino (97.5%), 150 tiene méas de 39 afios de
edad (46.2%), 165 con grado de instruccion secundaria (50.8%) y 177 no
cuentan con seguro médico (54.5%); siendo el dolor de cabeza (35.4%) el
sintoma que predispone a la toma de antibiéticos ante la sospecha de COVID-
19; 245 presentan un nivel de conocimiento regular (75.4%) sobre la
automedicacion, 277 un conocimiento regular (85.3%) segun actitudes, 247 un
conocimiento oOptimo (76.0%) sobre la infeccion del COVID-19 y 222 un
conocimiento deficiente (68.3%) sobre la resistencia antimicrobiana. Ademas un
Chi cuadrado con p< 0.05. Conclusiones: Los comerciantes de los principales
mercados de Ica presentan un regular nivel de conocimiento sobre la
automedicacion y la infeccion por COVID-19, un nivel 6ptimo segun actitudes
frente al COVID-19 y un nivel deficiente sobre la resistencia antimicrobiana. Asi
mismo existe relacion significativa entre la edad, grado de instruccion y tipo de
seguro médico de los comerciantes y su nivel de conocimiento.

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ABSTRACT

Objective: To determine the level of knowledge about self-medication of
antibiotics for COVID-19 treatment in the main markets of Ica, 2021. Material
and methods: It is an observational, descriptive and prospective cross-sectional
investigation. Applying a 12-item questionnaire to 325 merchants in the main
markets of Ica, which is composed of 5 parts related to determining attitudes
towards COVID-19, the level of knowledge about the COVID-19 infection, self-
medication with antibiotics and on antimicrobial resistance. The database has
been moved to SPSS Statistics v22 and Microsoft Office Excel 2010..Results: It
was found that 211 are female (97.5%), 150 are over 39 years of age (46.2%),
165 have a secondary education degree (50.8%) and 177 do not have health
insurance (54.5%); headache (35.4%) being the symptom that predisposes to
taking antibiotics when COVID-19 is suspected; 245 have a regular level of
knowledge (75.4%) about self-medication, 277 a regular knowledge (85.3%)
according to attitudes, 247 an optimal knowledge (76.0%) about the COVID-19
infection and 222 a deficient knowledge (68.3%) on antimicrobial resistance. Also
a Chi square with p <0.05.Conclusions: Traders in the main markets of Ica
present a regular level of knowledge about self-medication and COVID-19
infection, an optimal level according to attitudes towards COVID-19 and a
deficient level about antimicrobial resistance. Likewise, there is a significant
relationship between the merchants' age, educational level and type of health
insurance and their level of knowledge.
